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Conference Fiscal policy tools and labor markets during the Great Recession

Wage flexibility, factor mobility and institutional reforms, or the lack of them, in European
labour markets have been shaping the adjustment of the Euro area to systemic and
idiosyncratic economic shocks during the Great Recession. To revisit how fiscal policy tools
have affected labor market adjustment during the Great Recession, the Ministry of Finance
of the Slovak Republic, Institute for the Study of Labor (IZA), RZZ, and Central European
Labour Studies Institute (CELSI) are seeking research papers for a joint conference to be held
on October 26-27, 2015, in Bratislava.

The main objective of the conference is to discuss cutting-edge evidence about the role of
fiscal policies (e.g. taxes, public spending) on the capacity of the labor market to absorb
asymmetric economic shocks. The focus will be on the effects of fiscal policy tools on labor
supply, labor demand, skill matching, and wage adjustment. The implications of various
aspects of labour market adjustment for fiscal policy will also be discussed
